The Memory Bench Program not only offers
an opportunity to pay tribute, but also as-
sists in the enhancement of City parks, by
using the revenue to purchase beautifica-
tion materials...plants, flowers, park sign-
age, etc.

Where are the benches located?

Currently, there are over fifty (50) benches
in the park system that would qualify for the
program, including but not limited to, Union
Point Park, D.E. Henderson Park, Leander
Morgan Park, Glenburnie Park, and Monk
Mallard Park.

How much does a memory bench cost?

$575.00...includes a single plated metal
placard (3"x 8”)...maximum of 100 letters/
numbers and/or three lines...centered and
attached to the “inside back” of the bench.
Parks and Recreation will replace any dam-
aged or stolen plate(s).
